Enjoy Chinese 

Brush Painting and learn a variety of brush techniques through painting the ‘four gentlemen’ 

traditional Chinese flowers - plum, orchid, bamboo, and chrysanthemum.

Food lovers, enroll in Best of Sassafras: Salads and Quiches. Lynn Heermann, executive  

chef, shares his wonderful recipe for the Sassafras’s chicken salad. Learn to make your own secret  

blend in Mad Cook: Spice Blends or experience creamy fruit marshmallow, chewy caramel, and 

crunch nut brittle in Kakao Candy Making. Eating Well with Great Flavor teaches a world of 

recipes for living well with great taste. Learn to make a mixed salad greens with fruit and strawberry 

vinaigrette, individual mixed vegetable pizzas, shrimp with wild rice pilaf, and bread pudding with 

peach and bourbon sauce. Curious about what red, white and dry rosé wines pair well with different 

kinds of barbeques? Enroll in Memorial Day BBQ Wines and learn how to treat your guest to wines 

for the holiday weekend. 

Just in time for the farmers’-market season, weave a 

functional Market Basket, featuring a filled bottom and 

swing handle. If you’re the crafty kind, learn mosaic 

techniques that have been in practice for centuries in Mosaic 

Mirror . Bring native songbirds into your garden by making 

a Gourd Birdhouse or start a new tradition at your home 

and learn to serve Dim Sum.  

Beginner gardeners enjoy Country Flower Arranging  and learn some easy-to-grow 

perennials and annuals that are perfect for a cutting garden you can enjoy throughout the season. 

Make Your Own Topiary  or learn the Organic Vegetable Basics. Get acquainted with the 

Victorian style of gardens and explore Behind the Scenes: Victorian Garden and tour the Victorian 

style garden just east of Tower Grove House at the Missouri Botanical Garden. Enjoy Missouri native 

plants in their splendor with a Garden with Natives Walk, a walking tour highlighting plants that 

grow best in our St. Louis region. Understanding the pH of Soils will teach you all about the affects 

of pH and how to adjust your pH for your plants to thrive. Indoor Bonsai provide basic principles in 

this hands-on workshop on bonsai. Explore Hazardous Plants, a course that focuses on some 

common plants found in the garden that have some nasty side-effects. 

Learn about Sustainable Gardening Basics in this three part class introducing you to 

gardening with sustainability in mind. Explore the History of Coffee and learn about the varieties of 

coffee and how what you choose to eat and drink can make a difference.

The Missouri Botanical Garden’s mission is “to discover and share knowledge about plants and their environment, in 
order to preserve and enrich life.” Today, 151 years after opening, the Missouri Botanical Garden is a National Historic 
Landmark and a center for science, conservation, education and horticultural display.  
 
The Missouri Botanical Garden is located at 4344 Shaw Blvd. in St. Louis, just south of I-44 at Vandeventer-
Kingshighway (exit #287B). Open 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. every day except Dec. 25. Grounds open at 7 a.m. Wednesdays 
and Saturdays (exception: special admission rate events). Admission is $8; free children ages 12 and under and 
Garden members. St. Louis City and County residents are $4 and free Wednesdays and Saturdays until noon 
(exception: special admission rate events - third weekend of May, Labor Day weekend, and first weekend of 
October). Park for free on site and two blocks west at the Shaw-Vandeventer intersection. The Garden is easily 
accessible by taking the MetroLink commuter rail line to the Central West End station and picking up a Metro 
bus (www.metrostlouis.org).
